UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Reviewed the proposed lease agreement from US Cellular on the placement of the cellular tower.  Chief would like to follow up with them regarding easements, getting power to the site and subleasing.  Tower would be 150’ tall on a fenced in 50’’x50’ concrete pad. The proposal is for $1,000 per month and increases by 10% every 5 years. No action needs to be taken at this time.  Chief will report back after making contact with their rep.

2. Reviewed the Compliance Complaint letter from Yakima County regarding the installation of the fence at Station 53. Board reviewed the Chiefs rebuttal letter, and all agree to send to the County.

1. Reviewed the 2021-2022 proposed Dispatch contract.  Discussed the proposed annual increases, CPI vs CBA increase.  Chief recommends approving for signature as there is a 60-day clause.  Chief is still pursing dispatching with District 5, along with other Upper Valley agencies.
