NEW BUSINESS

1. Mental Health is a key internal message for 2020.  Morgan Grant, former Game Warden, now works with comprehensive mental health on providing assistance for first responders, he is helping us offer the Mental Health First Aid training.  Chief Craig was having difficulty finding a counselor that specializes in PTSD.  He was contacted by a former member, Michael Rhine, who is a counselor for Yakima School District, and a licensed PTSD counselor. Michael is willing to work with our members and be our appointed counselor.  We can accomplish this one of two ways: 1) Retain him as our counselor and pay his hourly rate as a third party.  He would bill BVFF if needed as a worker’s comp claim.  2) Make him a member of the Department as our counselor with a job description and guidelines.  The Board agrees option 2 is the best and possibly more effective.  He will be seen by our members more and they will be more comfortable in talking with him.  Many more details to iron out, but this is certainly a step in the right direction.  Board appreciates the Chief staying on top of this, as it’s important to the wellbeing of our members.
2. Reviewed the “Capabilities Limits True Emergency” article for the upcoming District Newsletter.  Board stresses we do not want to discourage citizens from calling 911, but we need to educate them when calling is actually an emergency.  Chief Craig is trying to cut down on the high number of false alarms we had in 2019.  Commissioner Borst suggested bullet points or tables to help cut down on the confusion.  Chief will revise tomorrow and email out for review before mailing.

3. Reviewed the 2019 Department Operational report.
