UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Discussed the Station 51 phase 2 expansion.
Reviewed the final bank bids, Kitsap Bank came in with the best overall rate and the ability to do drawdowns during construction.  In the attached Resolution (Exhibit A) is the amortization schedule showing twice a year interest and principal payments.

The construction bids were opened today, five bids were received.  KDA compared bids and presented the Board with their recommendation of TW Clark Construction.  They meet all the necessary requirements of the bid. Their base bid was $1,817,000 with alterations an additional $66,200.  MOTION by Eakin, SECOND by Barham to accept the recommendation of KDA and award the bid to TW Clark Construction – MOTION CARRIED.
After looking at the construction bids and awarding, the Board moved forward with the financing.  MOTION by Eakin, SECOND by Barham to approve for signature Resolution 2020-342 for Station 51 phase 2 expansion financing – MOTION CARRIED. 

NEW BUSINESS,
1. The District operating insurance will increase in the 2020-2021 policy period by $840.  This is due to a statewide auto increase and a 4% inflation guard factor. We will see the invoice for $47,843 in July.

GOOD OF THE ORDER
1. Discussed the tentative June 17th Board Retreat.  Options discussed. Chief Craigs intention was to review our current priorities, address any missing priorities and/or critical issues.  The Citizen Survey is up on the webpage, was advertised in our newsletter. The Board agrees to postpone the retreat and committee meetings until it is safe to do so.  In the meantime, Chief will get together a packet for the Board to review. Hopefully able to move forward before we start budget preparations.
