DEPARTMENT MONTHLY REPORT

· Discussed the newly updated implemented EMS protocols. The new protocols enable the District to carry various medications and new procedures. They also required annual EMT testing on the protocols.  If the District is not going to carry the medications or purchase the equipment in the protocols, a letter stating such needs to be provided to the EMS Office / MPD.
· The Open House is tentatively scheduled for September 2nd. At this point it doesn’t look like this is going to be feasible due to the re-opening phase that the County is currently in.  Chief Craig would like to do a “visual tour” of each station and its members and post on our website.  In the Spring of 2021, we can address again and at minimum have an Open House for the station expansion.
· Former Commissioner Dean Armitage passed away the end of June.  Dean served over 10 years on the Board.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Discussed the Station 51 phase 2 expansion. 
a. Funding:  It was initially set up that the District would take monthly draws on the bond funds, drawing only what was needed. However, we were unaware that there was a 2.5% interest rate on all draws. It looks like taking the full amount on August 1st may be the best option to keep the rate down.  Jim Nelson is working with the bank to see if the $32,500 draw set the draw down option in motion, or if we take the full amount now, we are still eligible for the lower rate.

b. The contractor is starting to assemble their supplies and will begin construction soon. The plan is to leave the sheetrock on the South wall as long as possible, this is the wall where all members gear is hung.
